Sermon on the Mount Part 4
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This passage speaks to 5 key questions about life. They are:
1. Where is your treasure?
2. What is your focus?
3. Who is your master?
4. Why are you worried?
5. What is your priority

Where is your treasure?
1. Treasure is>What you value
2. Treasure Locations: Heaven and Earth
3. Ourtreasure should be in heaven. Why? Because that is where our hearts should belong!

What is your focus?
1. Good eye vs. Bad eye
a. Literal translation “single eye”
b. In between two sections regarding your money and your master
c. What are you focused on? Money/The stuff of this world, or God/Heavenly blessings?
That will inform all of your values

Who is your master?
1. Two Options: God and Money
2. Love and Hate. These are your two options

Why are you worried?
1. Don’t Because: Life is bigger than this world
2. Don’t Because: It won’t change anything
3. Don’t Because: God is a loving God who knows and values you!

What is your priority?
1. Seek first the kingdom of God and HIS Righteousness!

The climax of these questions is the necessity for God to be the priority in our lives. By centering
ourselves around Him, and resting in His character and goodness the things of the world cease to hold
our attention and worry!
